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Vehicles with cable-type regulators.

Noisy operation or popping sound diagnosed as a window lift motor or
regulator problem.

Regulator cable hold-down may be broken or missing, allowing the cable to snag on
the window regulator bracket as the window is raised, producing the noise.

Install new hold-down or suitable substitute. The graphic below shows a typical
installation and the area needing the hold-down.
